The

following water conservation tips will

help you:

FOR MORE WAYS TO SAVE

Keep an eye and ear out for running toilets and report them to the landlord

immediately. To test your toilet, order dye tabs by contacting the City (see

below).

Report excessive outdoor watering or sprinkler runoff.

Install a low-flow showerhead (check with your landlord).

Install aerators on kitchen and bathroom faucets (check with your landlord).

Take shorter showers.

Capture water in your sink or shower and reuse it on your plants (the City

offers free buckets to help).

Turn off the water when brushing your teeth.
